Determine Courts (DC)





From the police cells the prisoner will be sent to this court to determine which crime they go under i.e. manslaughter or murder, theft or robbery etc.





Police cell until court date. NO BAIL NO EXCEPTION. 





Low Prosecuting Court (LPC)





2 months – 10 years, Fines, Bans. These crimes will all be without hurting or injuring the innocence.





Shoplifting (up to 2 years). 


Burglary (up to 6 years – definite compensation) 


Motoring offences (up to 4 years –possible ban).


Drinking related offences (up to 2 years).


Arson (investigation on how serious in DC – up to 10 years).


Fraud (investigation on how serious in DC – up to 10 years).


Trespassing (up to 1 year).





Etc. more crimes will follow this court.





Medium Prosecuting Court (MPC)





11 years – 50 years, Heavy Fines, Bans. These crimes will mostly be with hurting or injuring the innocent.





Burglary (up to 20 years).


Motoring offences (up to 15 years – definite ban/ possible ban for life).


Drinking related offences (up to 20 years).


Arson (investigation on how serious in DC – up to 40 years).


Fraud (investigation on how serious in DC – up to 30 years).


Sexual assault (investigation on how serious in DC –up to 50 years).


Child assault/Child abuse (investigation on how serious in DC – up to 50 years).


Manslaughter (investigation on how serious in DC – up to 50 years).

High Prosecuting Court (HPC)





51 years – 100 years, Heavy Fines.


These crimes will definitely be with hurting or injuring the innocent.





Child assault/Child abuse (investigation on how serious in DC – up to 75 years).


Sexual assault (investigation on how serious in DC – up to 100 years).


Murder (up to 100 years).

Extreme Prosecuting Courts (EPC)





Death. These crimes will definitely be with hurting or injuring the innocent.





Severe sexual assault (investigation on how serious in DC – death).


Sever child assault/Child abuse (investigation on how serious in DC – death)


Serial killer (investigation on how serious in DC – death).





Crimes that have a person hurting or injuring the innocent on more than one occasion. Second chance has been lost.
